Sec. 5. Submission of Cert/f”ed List of Names of AFP, PNP and Other Law
Enforcement Personnel With Description of Firearms (Kind, Ca//ber Make and Serial
No., License No. /Certificate of Registration, and Permit to Carfy No. ). —Heads of
offices of agencies mentioned above shall not later than 29 December 2009,

submit to the CBFSP, the list of the names of the personnel of the agency, together -
with a description of their firearms, whn are authorized to bear, carry or transport

firearms under this Resolutlon The list shall bear a certnﬁcatlon that the persons
named thereln are in the regular plantilla of the Agency performmg law
enforcement functions and are _recelvmg regular compensation for the services
rendered in the said agency andf‘ that the firearms described are duly registered

ﬁrearmjg)
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Personnel of agencies mentlonﬁd in Section 4 hereof shall be- considered
authorized to bear, carry or transport ﬁrearms iny upon recelpt by the CBFSP of
the certified list referred to in thrs Sectlen

Sec. 6. Who may be a55/gned ,secunty personne/ or bodygyards - When
circumstances warrant, including but not llmrted to threats to life and security, a
candidate to publlc office, including lncumbent publrc ofr icer, and prrvate individual,
may, upon application, be assrgned regular members of the PNP or the AFP or the
National Bureau of Investrgatron, and as augmentatlon duly licensed/authorized
Pratective Agents of Private Detectrve Agencres to provide securrty, for the duratron
of the election period.

AII existing authonty grantrng securlty personnel or bodyguards are hereby
revoked at the start of the election perlocl The affected offi crals or individuals who
want to continue to avarl of or engage the services of secun);y personnel or

bodyguard, shall apply for the em_plgyment, availment or engagement of security

personnel or bodyguard as prO\'/’i'ded in, Section 7 hereof.

Sec. 7. Procedure In Applying for Em,glqyment, Availment or Engagement of
Security Personnel and Bodyguard,- Any candidate for public office, including
incumbent public officer seeking election. to any public office, or any public officer
or'private individual, who wants to employ, avail of or engage the: services of
schrity personnedor bodyguard, shall’ﬂle -a written application; under oath, in three
(3) copies, statlng his full name, the pubhc office he seeks to be elected, his
residence and the reasons or crrcumstances for the application, in accordance with

the following procedures:
A filing fee of PhP5,000.00 shall be charged for each application.

(a) Candidates for Member; House of Representatives and local elective
positions, as well as public officers or private individuals, shall f‘le their applications
with the: Reglonal Joint Security Control Desks (R-JSCD) in their respective regions,

to be chaired by the COMELEC Regronal Electron Drrectoro/
%
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candidates for national elective pes‘ition’s shall file: their applica,tfi’ons‘with the
CBFSP, at the Mam-;Ofﬁce-of the Commlssmn on Elections, Intramuras,; Manila.

- (b) Within five (5) days from reg:elpt of the application, ‘the 15CD shall refer
the application with threat assessment and recommendatlons to the €CBFSP.

In the case of apphcatlons ﬂled wnth the CBFSP, the CBFSP shall refer the
matter to the AFP and PNP which shall immediately. conductxa threat or security
assessment. within five (5) days from’ veferral, the AFP and PNP shall: subm|t to the
CBFSP its assessment with a recommendatmn on whether to grant or not to grant

the request.

(c) Based on the assessment and - recommendahon subm‘;itted to it, the
CBFSP shall grant-or deny the request or may request for a reassessment

1f the decision is to grant the request, the CBFSP may authqnze the Directar
General of the PNP or the Chief.of Staff of the AFP or the Dlrector of the Natlonai
Bureau of Investigation to assign not more: than two (2) of its. regular members as

secunty personnel.

“Upon request and When the threat assessment warrants, the CBFSP may ‘
authorize the assignment of addltgonal two (2) Protective Agents as close-in

security.

~ In exceptionally meritorious. gircumstances, candidates for: national elective

positions may request for addrtnona\ secunty personnel subject to such conditions

and restrictions that the CBESP may 1mpose
(d) The authority shall be in wntmg and in three (3) coptes The: original shall
be given to the office which will pro\nde the security personne\ The second sha\l

be retained by the CBFSP. The third: shall be given to the applicant.

(e) In case of disapproval of the request, the CBRSP shall notify the

applicant. The notice shall be in writingy,
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As far as practicable, the security .perscnniel to be assighed to candidates in
the same city, municipality, district, *'prqvihce, shall come from the -Same unit or

office.

(f) The officers assigned for 'ngcu'tity duty to a candidate shall be subject to
the same requirements as to the wearing of uniforms and the other conditjons
imposed in Section 4 (a) hereof. | |

(g) If at any time the ground for which the authority to engage the services
of security personnel ceases to exist, or for any valid cause, the CBESP shall revoke
the authority granted. '

Sec. 8. Enforcement — Any person who, not. wearing the autharized uniform
mentioned herein, bears, carries or transports firearm or other deadly weapon, shall

be presumed unauthorized to carry firearms and subject to arrest.

Sec. 9. Establishment and Composition of the CBFSP. — To ensure the
sttainment of the objective of the ban o.n; firearms and security personnel, the
CBFSP is hereby established, with Commissioner Lucenito N. Tagle as Chairman,
| and one (1) star rank officer or eqUi’yaIent", from the AFP and PNP, as members.
The CBFSP shall be assisted by a Secretariat composed of representatives from the
COmniiss_ion,_. the AFP and the_.PNP., The Secretariat shall be headed by a senior

lawyer from the Law Department of the Commission.

The CBFSP shall be responsible for the implementation of the ban on the
bearing, carrying or transporting of firearms and the employment, availment or

engagement of security personnel.

Sec. 10. Reporting Requirements, — The CBFSP submit to the Commissjon a
monthly report on the implementation of this Resolution, which shall include the

following:

(a) Current status of the enforcement (i.e. number of arrests,

names of persons involved, number of confiscated flrearmjdv
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categorized into licensed ‘ar unlicensed) of the ban on firearms

and security personnel; and

(b) The peace and order sutuatlon in various parts of the country,
including insurgency, the existence and size of private armies,
the intensity of political rivalries and other circumstances, that

may affect the conduct of the elections.

The first monthly report shall be submltted to the Commission on the =
Monday of February 2010 and every 1%t Monday of the succeedlng months
thereafter and a final report on 30 June 2010.

sec. 11. Effectivity and Dissemination.. - This Resolution shall take effect on
the seventh (7" day. after its publitatian in two (2) daily newspapers of geperal

circulation in the Philippines.

_ The Education -and Information Department shall cause the _pubﬁcatio.,n of
th|s Resolution and shall furnish coples thereof to all Reglonal Election Directors,
‘Provi_ncnal Election Supervisors, Electlgn Ofﬁcers, the PNP, the AFP. and all other law

enforcement agencies.
